How you can support your child’s learning at home this week…





Nursery


Communication, Language & Literacy (CLLD):


Sing nursery rhymes with your child in the car, when you’re shopping etc. 





Problem Solving, Reasoning & Numeracy (PSRN):


Count leaves or conkers to ten, pointing to each object and saying the number as they count





Other areas of learning: 


Please help your child to become independent for example taking off and putting on their own coat, hanging up their own coat. 


Look out for signs of Autumn with your child and talk about the changes e.g. weather, falling leaves etc. 








Reception


Communication, Language & Literacy (CLLD):


The children are now working in one of four groups across Reception. We are learning the name & the sound of the following letters: 


Green group: p, n, m, d, g, o   Amber: p, n, m, d


Red: s & a   We are practising blending the sounds together to make words for example: tap, pin, sat. 


Problem Solving, Reasoning & Numeracy (PSRN):


Count to ten and back again, recognising the numeral for each number to ten and beginning to write the numbers. Look for numbers on doors, in shops etc. 


Other areas of learning: 


When you’re out shopping point out different vegetables, talk about harvest, farmers, scarecrows etc. If you can, it would be lovely for your child to bring in leaves, acorns etc for our Autumn displays.

Please ensure your child is in school by 8.50am (or 12.40 pm nursery) at the latest as we start our teaching session then and it is very disruptive for the other children. Don’t let your child miss out- be on time! Also please MORNING NURSERY children to be collected at 11.20am
